ow, bear in mind that the aim of the
Kids Family Fishing competition is
about sending in a photo of you and

your fish, not about sending in the best or
the cleverest or the most unusual photo.
However, we thought a couple of photo
tips might help you and the fish too -
especially if you’re catching and releasing
them.

1. Fish out of water
Try to keep your fish in the water as long
as possible - try keeping it in a net under
the surface for example - while getting
ready for the photo to be taken. Having the
camera on hand and ready to grab and use
will speed this up.
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
